If you speak slowly, I can understand you.

• SECOND TYPE ���� PROBABLE 
IF + PAST ............................., WOULD 

If I won a million pounds, I would buy a house by the sea. 
 

• THIRD TYPE ���� IMPOSSIBLE 
IF + HAD PAST PART. ......., WOULD HAVE PAST PART. 

If I had won a million pounds, I would have bought a house by the sea. 
 

� CONNECTORS 
� You will be cold IF  you don’t wear a coat. 

� I don’t know WHETHER she will come tomorrow. 

� I will not be able to buy some new clothes UNLESS you give me some money. 

� Take an umbrella IN CASE it rains. OK, I’ll take it JUST IN CASE.
